Constraints:

Using the idea of “helpful constraints”, answer the short questions below (by typing into the boxes following each question) to define some of the ways that you are constraining your own process to develop your Creative/Written Product for Theme 1. Here, you are asked to commit to some constraints so that you can move easily move forward. Because the flexibility of the project-based learning approach allows open choices around ambiguous areas, the purpose of using constraints is to prevent this flexibility from becoming a barrier to your progress.

1. Format of product, and why: the course syllabus mentions some of the possible formats for the Written/Creative Product. What specific format will your Written/Creative Product take?: (examples: curriculum unit/lesson plan, critique/report on an exemplary piece of literature or artistic work, sketch or storyboard [digital or physical], portfolio of exhibits, essay, multimedia product (video clip, web page, etc.), reference guide/tip sheets, piece of creative writing, or other)… Explain the reason for your choice.
	


2. What tools or material resources will you use to create the Product itself? (examples: a certain type of computer software, paper and ink, posterboard, digital or video camera, clip art, etc.). 
	


3. Within the specific definition of Theme 1, what is the context of your thinking?

· What types of creative thinking are most meaningful to you here?

· What kinds of real-life professional or personal concerns lead you to want to create this particular product for these particular people?

· What kinds of resources (outside of class materials) are you finding to help you?  Please be specific. (For example, are you looking at academic research journals? Certain types of literature or art? Examples of other kinds of “guidebooks”? Reaching out to friends or colleagues who know something about creative thinking or want to be better creative thinkers? Or a combination of these things and/or others?)
