What do we Know?

(Q: How do you Know that? -- What’s the evidence, assumptions, and reasoning?)
Action: What could people do on the basis of this knowledge?

(Q: Which people or group?)
Questions for Inquiry: What more do we Need to know—in order to clarify what people could do or to revise/refine the knowledge
How to Find this out?

(Q: Will your method of research best enable you to Find this out?)

Because the dominant pattern of believing and thinking play such a significant role in the self -perceptions of individuals with ADHD.  A teacher, unaware of small developments, may unknowingly derail positive signs of momentum by uttering a simple gesture or offering comments during moments of vulnerability.

Families, teachers, class mates, ADDer, coaches, administrators, schools, society.


Educate those who have direct contact with students with ADHD. Awareness allows Teacher to adjust delivery of message.  Ensures the underlying message is positive despite noticeable difficulties with certain material.
