This incomplete completion contract for CrCrTh694, Synthesis seminar, is entered into with the following understandings:

1. The student has until the end of the grading period in a year's time to complete the capstone requirements (but is encouraged to finish earlier). If the student does not finish, the student is expected to graduate with a certificate instead of an M.A.

2. The student agrees to meet with the primary synthesis advisor to discuss the feasibility of completing the synthesis versus graduation with certificate if, 8 weeks before the deadline in #1, the student has not yet submitted a complete draft of the synthesis.

3. The student participates in weekly writing meetings for support and feedback in a group of 3 (or 2 if there is no 3rd person).
 This involves three commitments: finding a meeting time each week that all members protect from all other distractions; taking turns to receive feedback on the latest installment of your synthesis writing, which must be posted 48 hours before the meeting (on http://crcrth694.wikispaces.umb.edu/completion),
 and checking in promptly with any member who misses a meeting.

4. The student keeps their status active during the fall and spring semesters by paying the program fee before the end of add/drop or registering for the 1-credit CrCrTh688 course.
